( Wear appropriate attire (no jeans or hats)


( Be on time, 5 minutes early is recommended


( Shake all interviewers’ hands firmly 


( Do not sit down until everyone else has and you are asked to do so
( Do not chew gum 
Interview Content


( Know what the scholarship represents

( Know what the Rotary represents (for the Edgerton Area Foundation Interviews)

( Know your strengths and weaknesses

( Know the extracurricular activities, clubs, and organizations you have been a part of

( Know the offices held, special recognitions, honors, and awards you have received

( Clearly define your future goals and plans if asked (what college you plan to attend and major)
( Know the cost of your college tuition/books/fees

( Know what scholarships and grants you have received

( Know how you plan to finance your education (employment, work study, loans, savings)
Interview Skills


( Maintain good eye contact 

( Maintain good posture


( Try not to fidget a lot


( Make sure your grammar and language are proper and appropriate for the interview


( Speak at appropriate speed, not too fast


( Express yourself clearly, and act confident and self-assured


( Try to avoid using “um” or “and” too frequently

( Ask appropriate questions if you have any
